Dear Dr. Kissoondial:
This is a followup for Mr. Pelcher Duane with diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, prior kidney function abnormalities, underlying CHF and low ejection fraction.  Last visit in January.  He denies hospital emergency room.  Stable dyspnea.  Has gained few pounds, but not severe edema.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Eliquis, bisoprolol, nitrates, Entresto, Aldactone, Farxiga and number of inhalers on insulin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 151 and blood pressure by nurse 109/58.  COPD abnormalities emphysema.  No gross respiratory distress.  No localized rales, wheezes or pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from January, normal kidney function.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Low albumin.  Normal phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior diabetic nephropathy and low level proteinuria.  No nephrotic syndrome.  Presently normal kidney function.  Labs to be updated including urine for albumin to creatinine.  Underlying COPD and CHF stable with present regimen.  No decompensation.  Tolerating Entresto and Aldactone.  Tolerating Farxiga without infection.  If the repeat chemistries are as good as January, we will see him in one year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
