Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Shirley with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in January.  Hard of hearing.  Uses a walker.  Atypical chest pain evaluated emergency room at McLaren.  Did not require admission.  No heart attack or stroke.  Diffuse body pain arthritis.  Stable edema.  No falls.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed notice losartan and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 128/60 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.
Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 1.4, which is baseline.  Normal electrolytes.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Present GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  Diabetes A1c 6.6 and anemia 12.2.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB appears stable overtime.  No progression, not symptomatic.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension and small kidneys.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Continue present regimen.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Tolerating ARB losartan.  No need for phosphorus binders or EPO.  All chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
