Mr. June comes for followup of renal failure.  Last visit in March.  He was seen Dr. Mohan, but he is changing provider.  He was treated for CHF decompensation.  Weight at home now in the 232 and 234.  He follows daily weights and salt restriction.  He is hard of hearing.  Denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  There is actually constipation, no bleeding.  Good urine output, infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minor dyspnea on activity, not at rest.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Presently no edema.  Stable orthopnea.  He has prior aortic valve as well as mitral valve replacement.  The mitral is mechanical.  Mild degree of decreased right ventricular systolic function.  I reviewed report of echo April 2025.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Jardiance, Bumex, Norvasc, bisoprolol, Coumadin and iron replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 242 and blood pressure by nurse 142/82.  Lungs are clear.  Increased S1 and S2.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.  Legs with evidence of peripheral vascular disease.
Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 2.3, which is baseline and GFR 27 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable overtime.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Underlying diabetes.  We discontinue metformin and lisinopril.  Recent CHF and prior valve replacement as indicated above mechanical valves anticoagulation.  Jardiance without infection in the urine.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue same medication regimen.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
