HPI: A 79-year-old gentleman seen in room that he shares with his wife Martha. We reviewed his labs and after that when Martha had asked about having home health services, she then requested having speech therapy for John. He has according to both of them soft volume speech and it is something that he would like to work on and just not sure how to do it on his own. I told him that I am sure they would have speech therapist so we look into getting that service and he is agreeable. Last week, the patient gave me information regarding gastroenterologist Dr. Philip Bird that he wanted a referral and I wrote for that order, but the patient states that he has not heard from the physician office. I told him that I would retry the referral, but he may also try calling himself. Overall, he is doing good and he like Martha spends the day in their room coming out only for needed errands and he is the one that will do that. 

DIAGNOSES: Chronic pain management, osteoporosis, hyperlipidemia, peripheral neuropathy, hypertension, overactive bladder, and orthostatic hypotension.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from note one week ago.

ALLERGIES: PCN and SULFA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert pleasant gentleman soft spoken.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 168/94, pulse 70, temperature 96.7, respirations 19, and O2 sat 90%.

HEENT: The patient wears corrective lenses. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. He wears hearing devices. Speech is clear. He is able to communicate his point, but he is very soft spoken and soft volume.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He moves limbs in a normal range of motion. No lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypophonia. The patient would like to have speech therapy. It will be ordered through Providence Home Care who will also address his wife’s needs. 
2. Dysphagia. We will send an order through my office for evaluation and treatment by Dr. Philip Bird at NRH Department of Gastroenterology for evaluation of the esophageal strictures. 
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
