HPI: An 85-year-old female with advanced Alzheimer’s disease and urinary incontinence is seen today for results of a UA obtained 07/15/25. The UA returns positive for E. coli UTI and is sensitive to nitrofurantoin. The UA was ordered without contacting me and results were available again without contacting me.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease now severe to end-stage, anxiety disorder, depression, history of UTIs, CAD, GERD, degenerative joint disease, and gait instability; requires a wheelchair full-time.

MEDICATIONS: Citalopram 20 mg q.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., and Namenda 10 mg 8 a.m. and 8 p.m.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated in her wheelchair when I spoke with her. 

in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/82, pulse 75, temperature 97.8, respirations 17, and O2 sat 95%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. E. coli UTI with highest sensitivity to nitrofurantoin which is ordered at 100 mg q.12h. x 7 days. 
2. History of UTIs. Prophylactic therapy will be initiated on completion of the nitrofurantoin. Hiprex 1 g b.i.d. will be started.
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3. Social. I spoke with the patient’s husband/POA Alan Evans in person regarding all of the above and he is aware that she will be treated with nitrofurantoin and on completion of the antibiotic that prophylactic therapy with Hiprex 1 g b.i.d. will be started. I also contacted Nichols Hills Pharmacy which is the pharmacy used for the patient at husband’s request and orders for nitrofurantoin and Hiprex were called in and husband stated he would pick up both medications and bring them to the facility.
