CC: Lab followup.

HPI: An 81-year-old female who has had complaints of dysuria. A UA was done and results returned back today positive for Klebsiella pneumoniae ESBL sensitive to ertapenem. The patient tends to have ongoing complaints of dysuria, has been treated for a couple of other UTIs earlier this year.

DIAGNOSES: COPD, primary open-angle glaucoma, OAB, sleep apnea, hyperlipidemia, GERD, chronic pain syndrome, obesity, anxiety disorder, atrial fibrillation, DM II with diabetic neuropathy and gout.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg q.d., cranberry capsule 425 mg one p.o. b.i.d., diclofenac gel q.12h. to affected areas, Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. docusate one capsule q.d., estradiol vaginal cream 1 g q.h.s. Tuesday, Friday and Saturday, Pepcid 20 mg h.s., ferrous sulfate 325 mg one tablet q.a.m., Flonase nasal spray two sprays q.d., gabapentin 600 mg q.d., guaifenesin 400 mg one tablet q.12h., hydroxyzine 25 mg q.p.m., Lantus 26 units b.i.d., latanoprost eye drops one drop OU h.s., Linzess one capsule q.d., Hiprex one tablet b.i.d., Toprol 50 mg q.d., Myrbetriq 25 mg q.d., Peridex 15 mL p.o. b.i.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d. two tablets q.d., Crestor 5 mg h.s., solifenacin 5 mg tablet q.d., spironolactone 25 mg q.d., tizanidine 4 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg h.s., trimethoprim 100 mg h.s., Trulicity 4.5 mg/0.5 mL SC q. Monday, and ursodiol 250 mg b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: TETRACYCLINE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Obese female seated in room. She was pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 105/60, pulse 89, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and FSBS 325.
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HEENT: She has short hair that is groomed. Wears corrective lenses. Conjunctiva clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She had a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Obese. Hypoactive bowel sounds without distention or tenderness.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x 2 to 3. Speech is clear. She asks appropriate questions, appears to understand given information and she is able to voice her need wanting to have something for the dysuria, but states that she is already receiving Pyridium in the form of Azo.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Klebsiella pneumoniae ESBL UTI. We will start on ertapenem 1 g q.d. x7 days and Pyridium 100 mg one tablet p.o. t.i.d. x2 days ordered. The patient’s GFR is greater than 60 and creatinine is 0.69.
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
