CC: Routine followup.
HPI: A 69-year-old gentleman seen today in room. The patient was alert, seated in his wheelchair and cooperative to exam. The patient’s roommate was present and he was also seen afterwards; the two of them seem to have an amicable living situation. The patient states that he sleeps through the night. His pain is managed. He has good appetite and PO intake. No falls or other acute medical issues.
DIAGNOSES: History of CVA with alcohol-related dementia, HTN, hyperlipidemia, COPD, and history of polysubstance abuse. The patient states that he has been clean since he has been in the facility.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., losartan 50 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg q.d., vitamin D 125 mcg one capsule q.d., and Zoloft 100 mg h.s.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant gentleman seated quietly. He was alert and cooperative to being seen.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/68, pulse 65, temperature 96.1, respiratory rate 18, and O2 sat 96%.
HEENT: Full-thickness hair appeared to be clean. EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. He has groomed facial hair and mustache.
NECK: Supple with clear carotids. No LAD.
CARDIOVASCULAR: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds hypoactive. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Intact radial pulses. He has no lower extremity edema. He can move his legs. He is a transfer assist.
SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: Makes eye contact, soft-spoken, did give brief answers to basic questions. Affect was congruent with situation and pleasant.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypertension. Review of BPs indicates good control. We will leave losartan in place at 50 mg q.d.
2. Hyperlipidemia. FLP on 01/07/2025, TCHOL of 139 with an HDL of 33, LDL of 66, risk ratio is 4.0. So, generally good control. Continue with Lipitor 40 mg q.d.
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
