CC: Followup on aggression.

HPI: A 72-year-old gentleman with Alzheimer’s disease who when I was here last month was told about increasing anger and aggression towards staff. They had considered it just pure behavioral issues and I had thought it was more evidence of dementia progression. The patient was seated in his room, he had his pant legs pulled up and he wanted to show me and the nurse that how he has broken out in hives and he has a bottle of Jergens lotion that he is been putting on his leg staying that it is made him better. He was more talkative than last visit. I asked how his sleeping is he tells me he does not have any problem sleeping and then asked about eating he goes out for all meals feeds himself and had no complaints today.

DIAGNOSES: Dry eye syndrome, glaucoma, GERD, osteoarthritis, chronic seasonal allergies, HLD, seizure disorder, chronic pain management, and history of delusional disorder.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/23.

ALLERGIES: NDKA.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, engaging, and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/78, pulse 69, temperature 97.7, respirations 19, and O2 saturation 95%.

HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Nares patent. He is not at a runny nose does not sound congested and did not sneeze the entire time.

RESPIRATORY: His lung fields are clear without cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender, and bowel sounds present.
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SKIN: On his lower extremities the skin is warm, dry, and intact with good turgor. There is no warmth or tenderness. At looking at there is like some pink almost modeling that is nonpalpable and he cannot tell me if he has had any new exposures and states it just started yesterday. Denies any itching or discomfort. Examine the rest of his skin does not show anything similar to his legs.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He is alert and oriented x2. He knows it is Saturday but does not know the date. His speech is clear. He has a sense of humor and is able to voice his need.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. His lungs are clear. No cough.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Chronic allergies with new skin lesions unclear that it is anything of significance told him that routine showering is important and then he can use the Jergens lotion that he has and if there are any further problems he will follow up during the week.

2. Early-onset Alzheimer’s disease. The anger issues that were discussed last week have been present in the last several weeks so will hold off starting Depakote.
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
