HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was outside playing in the driveway approximately 45 minutes ago, tripped and fell and put his hand down to catch himself and in the process, he did cut his left pinkie finger, father has brought him in, has not cleaned the wound as of yet, but the bleeding has stopped.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, very pleasant, young, happy child, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Focused skin exam of the left hand noted superficial twist in the medial laceration at the base of pinkie finger, well approximated edges, is not bleeding at this time and no foreign objects noted.
ASSESSMENT: Laceration to left hand.
PLAN: Cleaned with hydrogen peroxide, bandaged and dressed. Advised father on wound care management and to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
