I talked to the patient’s mother today. He has had no fever. He is eating. No nausea or vomiting, having formed stools, Campylobacter is bacterial infection that can attack the gut, but it is self-limiting; in his case, no antibiotics needed. Antibiotic choice would have been azithromycin, but once again since he is doing so much better and he is back to normal, no antibiotics were prescribed and mother is happy with the care she received.
