Dear Dr. Vogel:

This is a followup for Mr. Jeffrey with second renal transplant in August 2024, underlying IgA nephropathy and off dialysis.  Since the last visit in January he fell, fracture of the #5 right-sided metatarsal, wearing a boot.  No need for surgery or a cast.  No major discomfort.  Otherwise compliant with transplant medications.  Good urine output.  No fever.  No nausea, vomiting or bowel problems.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  No kidney transplant tenderness.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  For transplant prednisone 10 mg, tacro all the way now 5 mg twice a day, Myfortic 360 mg twice a day, bicarbonate replacement, anticoagulation with Eliquis, blood pressure Norvasc and bicarbonate for metabolic acidosis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 236 and blood pressure 100/62 on the right-sided radial area.  We could not do on the brachial area as he has active fistulas, which are still open.  The new one is on the left-sided.  The old one is on the right.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No distention or tenderness.  The transplant is not hurting.  No major edema.  Wears a boot on the right-sided.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, no gross anemia.  Minor low platelets.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium and metabolic acidosis.  Creatinine at 1.44, which is baseline.  GFR better than 60.  Normal glucose.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.
Assessment and Plan:  Second renal transplant almost a year.  No rejection.  Underlying IgA nephropathy.  No routine biopsy was done because of some complications at the time of transplant with some fluid collection bleeding.  On high risk medication immunosuppressants.  Recent adjustment of tacro, level is pending.  Chronic low platelets, which is mild without active bleeding.  Mild degree of metabolic acidosis and low sodium.  Other chemistries are normal.  Glucose is normal.  Blood pressure in the low side.  Presently no medications.  Recent fracture #5 metatarsal.  Continue to follow alternating University and myself.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
