This is a history and physical examination on Rajendra Satth.

This 73-year-old Asian Indian comes for evaluation today. He does not smoke and drinks socially. Denies any drug allergies. He used to work for US Government in Energy Department.

SYMPTOMS: He says he feels okay. He gets recurrent urinary tract infection and he thinks it may be from a stone in his bladder and his kidney, which was found during previous evaluation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension and history of coronary artery disease. The patient had stent placed in 2002 and last angioplasty was 2022. He also had history of kidney stones in the past and apparently he still thinks he has some. Currently, he is on metoprolol 50 mg, rosuvastatin 10 mg, aspirin 81 mg, and he takes testosterone shots every month as well as B12 shots.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is a 73-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 144 pounds, and blood pressure 129/61.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension well controlled.

2. Coronary artery disease.

3. History of kidney stones.

4. Possible exposure and subsequent pulmonary fibrosis by history.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will request evaluation by a nurse from Energy Department for his lungs and go from there. His labs were reviewed and everything appears to be in good range.
