The patient is seen for a face-to-face evaluation today around 1800 hours. The patient has a history of COPD, hypertension, and diabetes. He does not use oxygen, but he does use his nebulizer at least four times a day. He tells me he has lost weight. He is not eating very much. His blood sugar is stable. He believes that not eating is related to the summertime in Houston, Texas. He also has a history of chronic pain in his hip and back. He has severe DJD in both hips; not a candidate for hip replacement. He has PPS of 40%. MAC is ______. Continues to be more short of breath requiring nebulizer treatment more often. O2 sats stable at 92% on room air, pulse is 100, and respirations 22. The patient has mild 1+ pedal edema in the lower extremity. The patient continues to worsen as far as his breathing is concerned. Given natural progression of his disease, most likely he has less than six months to live.
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
