Mr. Archuleta comes in for followup of his diabetes. I am glad to report that his A1c has gone from 10.7 to 5.3 with the help of glipizide and Ozempic. He is currently taking 1 mg. He is having issues/problems with fogginess and hypoglycemia. I have taken him off the glipizide. He is going to check his blood sugar on regular basis. He is going to call me in a week. If it continues to be a problem, we will increase the Ozempic from 1 to 1.5 mg. The patient recently also had liver biopsy done because of fatty liver. They stated “everything looked good.” I do not have any copies of that and he feels much better, doing much better, very active and very happy with the results of his treatment. So, I am taking him off the glipizide at this time. His ______ was going to stay at 1 mg and he is going to call me with the report on the blood sugar at a later date next week or two. Always check blood sugars fasting.
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
