Ms. Noles was seen yesterday by Dr. Piatt who had instructed the patient to stop the Mounjaro and resume the glipizide. She did not want to do that. She called today. She stated she did not want to gain all the weight that she has lost.

I spoke to Dr. Panja, endocrinologist with much, much greater experience in both GLP-1 and diabetes. He states that it is best to continue with the Mounjaro at 15 mg, keep the patient off the glipizide and maybe even stop the metformin and, as far as the neuropathy is concerned, she has responded well to Neurontin 100 mg two tablets at nighttime and she can take two tablets in the morning as well. So, increased the gabapentin/Neurontin to 100 mg two at nighttime and two in the morning and maybe two during the day if needed to be. Stay off the glipizide, stay off the metformin and continue with the Mounjaro and check the TSH in a month since the Synthroid was just increased to 125 mcg.
