Mr. Fountain is a 63-year-old gentleman who saw us on or about 07/07/25 with leg pain, back pain, hypertension; blood pressure out of control and carotid stenosis. The patient was referred to a specialist to evaluate his carotid for CTA, but before that could happen, his leg pain got worse to the point that he went to the emergency room and they performed a left leg bypass on him and they told he also needs right leg bypass at a later date. They told him he will have his carotid looked at a later time. He has just left the hospital, he is coming to see us later. His white blood cell count was elevated during the hospitalization and was noted to be anemic which we need to recheck those. When I saw him on 07/07/25, he did not have any blood test done because he wanted to wait and I have not seen him since 2018 where the last set of blood test was done. His carotid is being evaluated because I am concerned about significant carotid stenosis especially in face of severe PVD requiring revascularization. The patient’s care was discussed with him at length and he will come and see us in the next few days for followup.
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
