HISTORY: This is a 44-year-old female here with pain to her left upper eyelid. The patient stated this has been going on for approximately four days, came in today because of increased swelling, redness and pain. Described pain as sharp, rated pain 6/10, worse with blinking and touch.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies double vision. She reports blurred vision. She denies trauma.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure is 122/81.

Pulse is 93.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.9.

EYES: Left Eye: Upper lid is inflamed, erythematous and edematous with what appears to be a tiny pustule on the medial surface of the upper lid and some crust on the eyelashes. Eyes are PERL. EOM full range of motion. Conjunctiva is injected. There is green discharge.

Visual Acuity: Left Eye: She counts fingers well with her left eye after it is pried open. Right Eye: 20/20. Both Eyes: 20/25.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Hordeolum.
2. Blepharitis.
3. Eyelid redness.
4. Eyelid pain.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received 1 g of Rocephin IM. She was sent home with TobraDex ophthalmic suspension, which she will take two drops t.i.d. for 10 days. The patient was advised to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if her vision has gotten worse or swelling is getting worse. The patient was advised to seek for eye specialist, but indicated that she is not funded. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
