This is a 67-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD, respiratory failure, hypoxemia, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, and polyarthritis. The patient is alert and oriented x 3. He is using oxygen on a p.r.n. basis. His MAC was down at 30 cm left arm. The patient is bowel and bladder continent, requires some help with some ADLs. He is eating. His appetite has not changed much. He is having more pain in his left shoulder. He is currently taking his tramadol twice a day. We will discuss the increased tramadol and possible muscle relaxer with the DON.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/81. O2 sat 96% on room air. Pulse 80. Respirations 20.
The patient requires his neb treatment at least four times a day. The patient also suffers from pulmonary hypertension and pedal edema. The patient is ambulating with the help of a cane and he is at high risk of fall.
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
