Dear Dr. Patel:

Thank you for referring Mr. Jesus Burgos for Infectious Diseases evaluation.

As you know, the patient was diagnosed with positive antibodies against hepatitis C. The patient has been treated several times and hepatitis C viral RNA has been negative dating back to 2023. The patient denies any symptoms such as fever, chills, cough, or shortness of breath. The patient was born and raised in Puerto Rico. Denies any high-risk behavior for hepatitis C.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for depression, anxiety disorder, and cardiac arrhythmias which the patient takes beta-blockers. Denies any history of diabetes, hypertension, or heart disease.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Positive for appendectomy, cholecystectomy, and hernia repair.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine 25 mcg daily, Prozac 40 mg daily, Seroquel 100 mg p.o. h.s., clonazepam 1 mg p.o. daily, and fenofibrate 134 mg p.o. daily.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies to medications.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not drink, smoke or use intravenous drugs.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Positive for anxiety disorder.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headache, earache, visual disturbances, or weight loss.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished, well-developed male.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 18. Temperature 98. Height 5’10”. Weight 107 pounds.
HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: S1 and S2. Regular. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

Reviewed hepatitis C viral RNA is negative. Hepatitis C antibody positive. Hepatitis B negative. HIV negative.

IMPRESSION: Asymptomatic. No evidence of active hepatitis C at this time. Viral load negativity with genotype of virus from previous exposure. No therapy is indicated at this time. We will probably have hepatitis C viral measured once per year although this is unlikely to change. The patient has been offered prep and will consider at some point. Current recommendations are to observe all labs including liver enzymes, hepatitis panel and STD panel. We will follow along with you and add further recommendations as needed.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of this patient.
