CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of weight loss, fatigue, sleep apnea, and heartburn.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he is losing weight despite eating three meals a day. The patient also feels fatigued and his sleep is very irregular, last night he slept only for hour and half. The patient has an appointment with the pulmonologist in the next two weeks.

The patient complained of heartburn on and off and is going to be refilled for omeprazole medication.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is currently not working for the past two months. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He does exercise every day and the patient stated that his diet is good diet.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Examination reveals no significant epigastric tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
