CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, short of breath, sore throat, diarrhea, and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she went to a social meeting and people were coughing. She started coughing and it was mostly dry cough and she took over-the-counter medication with some relief; however the following day the patient developed wheezing, sore throat and she has no difficulty swallowing food and took Tylenol without any relief then the patient developed diarrhea and it was watery and there was no blood in the stools and the patient changed her diet to liquid diet. The patient has nasal congestion on and off.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, ear pain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she was on simvastatin 5 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband. She has no pets. No history of secondhand smoking. The patient does walking every day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion bilaterally without any discharge or bleeding. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Examination reveals minimal distention and bowel sounds are active.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
