FOX, JACKSON

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Fox is a 45-year-old gentleman who is a machinist. Three kids divorced who comes in today for followup of his opioid dependency. The patient usually takes Suboxone 8/2 mg film half a tablet three times a day he uses on regular basis. Last time he was seen 07/23/25. At that time, the patient had a PDMP, which was reviewed. A urine tox screen, which was reviewed and within normal limits.

The patient tells me there is no change in his family history. Mother and father are still living. No cancer, hypertension, diabetes, any other symptoms, or problems noted.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not drink. He does smoke. Again, he is a machinists. Children 10, 12, and 22.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He only had hernia surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Only Suboxone 8/2 mg film three times a day.

ALLERGIES: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 140 pounds, which is no change from up 2 pounds from before, temperature 98.7, oxygenation 99%, respirations 20, pulse 82, and blood pressure 107/70.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

SKIN: No rash. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Opioid dependency.

2. Continue with Suboxone 8/2 film #21 half a film three times a day #3.

3. Come back per schedule.

4. PDMP up-to-date.

5. Urine tox screen up-to-date.

6. No sign of any misuse or diversion noted. The patient __________ regarding Suboxone therapy was discussed today with him as well as a reminder.
