Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Mr. Blackmer with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in April.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Completed invasive diagnostic procedures.  Plans for open heart surgery for aortic valve replacement tomorrow.  It will be done at Bay City.  Prior coronary artery disease and stenting few years back.  It is my understanding they are not planning to do any bypass.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system being negative.

Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I will highlight off the losartan and Plavix.  Remains on amiodarone, Lasix, magnesium, potassium and insulin.
Physical Examination:  Weight 257 and blood pressure 130/60.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  He is nervous about procedure tomorrow and potential complications.
Labs:  Chemistries in July, creatinine at 2, which represents GFR of 38.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium.  There has been anemia 11.8 and prior right-sided nephrectomy.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Prior right-sided nephrectomy.  Complications of kidney stone.  Underlying coronary artery disease, CHF, atrial fibrillation and exposure to amiodarone.  Aortic valve replacement to be done open surgery.  He understands surgery on postoperative care as important each other to minimize deep vein thrombosis, pulmonary embolism, infection, wound infection and always a risk for acute kidney injury.  However, this is a right decision that he is taking himself and as a family best wishes explained to him.  We will follow after surgery.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
