Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mrs. Born with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in March.  Bee sting followed by yellow-jacket sting some allergic reaction.  Swelling of the face and lips.  No difficulty breathing.  Received steroids.  Comes accompanied with husband.  Overweight.  No gastro or urinary symptoms.  Minor edema.  No chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  On a glucose monitor Libre 3.  Does not check blood pressure at home.
Review of Systems:  Done.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Coumadin, low dose of Lasix 20 mg, on Aldactone, Jardiance, insulin long-acting and low dose Ozempic.
Physical Examination:  Weight 212 and blood pressure by nurse 120/78.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.8, which is baseline and GFR 29 stage IV.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal magnesium, albumin, calcium, phosphorus and PTH.  Blood protein negative in the urine.  Protein to creatinine ratio less than 0.2.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Kidneys normal size without obstruction.  No urinary retention or low level does not require treatment.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection.  Aldactone without major potassium issues.  Low dose of diuretics.  Chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.  For anemia update iron studies.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
