Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Mr. Kravens with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidney on the right-sided.  Last visit in February.  EGD esophageal dilatation, improvement for a short period of time then similar symptoms.  No vomiting.  No bleeding.  No diarrhea.  Chronic nocturia.  No incontinence.  He walks two miles a day without any problems.
Review of Systems:  Negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight chlorthalidone, losartan and eplerenone.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 207 stable and blood pressure 139/64.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No tender.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries creatinine 1.49 stable overtime and GFR 47 stage III.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Minimal anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Low sodium represents water.  He is going to decrease coffee and water.  This is not a sodium problem in terms of replacing with salt.  He already is taking medication for heart and blood pressure.  Other chemistries are stable.  No need for EPO treatment.  Same medications.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
