SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Dennis is a 69-year-old married Caucasian male. He has been in treatment for bipolar mood disorder. He is having history of hypertension with rheumatoid arthritis and has been doing fairly well. His brother-in-law also living in the same house. He described he is feeling very good. There is no complaint, nothing to talk about it. He is seeing his therapist on a regular basis. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight is good. The patient has been taking Depakote ER 500 mg twice a day, Cymbalta 30 mg daily, bupropion 300 mg XL tablet, and trazodone 50 mg daily. Risks, benefits, and side effects explained. The patient described he is very happy and does not have any psychosocial stress or any problem which can interfere with something. 
ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder symptomatically stable, hypertension, and rheumatoid arthritis.
PLAN: We will continue with the supportive plan. Continue seeing his therapist. Follow up appointment was given in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
