SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy is a 62-year-old married Caucasian female who has been doing well on bipolar mood disorder on Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and aripiprazole 15 mg daily. This morning she went to the doctor’s office as her husband has been undergoing bypass surgery for his varicose vein in both the legs. She describes she has been doing all right.
