CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 48-year-old Hispanic male seen for cardiovascular evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 48-year-old male with history of uncontrolled blood pressure who is referred for evaluation. He denies symptoms of chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations. He has no other cardiovascular complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Diabetes.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 100/12.5 mg one daily, metformin 1000 mg b.i.d., Jardiance 10 mg one daily, and atorvastatin 40 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father and mother with diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking. He notes occasionally alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/98, pulse 74, respiratory rate 18, height 69”, and weight 208 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 73 beats per minute. There is left anterior fascicular block present. The patient appears to have had a recent myocardial infarction involving the anterior leads.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Abnormal EKG.
2. Hypertension.

3. Suspect CAD.

4. Diabetes.

PLAN:
1. Echocardiogram.

2. Nuclear stress test.

3. Prescriptions: Enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg one daily and metoprolol succinate 25 mg one daily. Continue losartan, metformin, Jardiance and atorvastatin.

4. I will see the patient within one month.
