CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 69-year-old African American female with irregular heartbeat.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 69-year-old female who was noted to have an irregular heartbeat on examination. The patient stated that she saw her doctor who heard a murmur versus irregular heartbeat. The patient was subsequently referred for evaluation. She denies any chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Prediabetes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died from uterine cancer. Father died from throat cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking; however, notes occasional marijuana use and rare alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable. She does have heat intolerance.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/98, pulse 78, respiratory rate 20, height 62”, and weight 149 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm with normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. There is a grade 2/6 systolic murmur. This appears early end-systole. Murmur is noted to be at the left parasternal border.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus bradycardia at a rate of 59 bpm. EKG is consistent with wandering pacemaker with variable P waves.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Diabetes.

2. Murmur.

3. Sinus bradycardia.

4. Wandering pacemaker.

PLAN:
1. Lipid panel and electrolytes.

2. Obtain echocardiogram.

3. Follow up post echocardiogram.
