CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 50-year-old African American male with chest pain and shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 50-year-old male with history of hypertension, cigarette smoking, prediabetes and hypercholesterolemia. He reports left-sided chest pain which he described as thunder and lightning in his chest. Symptoms typically last for minutes. Pain is not influenced by exercise. There are no associated features.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.

2. Prediabetes.
3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. Tobaccoism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: Omeprazole 40 mg one h.s. and hydrochlorothiazide 12.5 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of coronary artery disease at age 40s. Father died of myocardial infarction in his sleep at age 50s. Brother died with congestive heart failure, gastroesophageal reflux disease and cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He smokes half pack per day of cigarettes. He smokes marijuana daily. He notes prior alcohol use, but none in two to three years.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
He reports heartburn.
Respiratory: He has dyspnea on exertion.
Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 181/102, pulse 83, respiratory rate 18, height 73”, and weight 233.9 pounds.

Skin: Exam reveals multiple tattoos involving the arms.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 75 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Hypertension, uncontrolled.

2. History of prediabetes.
3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. Tobaccoism.
PLAN: The patient has been advised on tobaccoism. We will schedule echocardiogram and stress test. Start amlodipine 10 mg daily. Follow up in one month.
