Dear Dr. Gaffney:

This is a followup Robert with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Problems of constipation, frequency, nocturia and urgency, but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  Stable edema.  Stable dementia.  He admits sleeping more than usual day and night.  Poor activity.  No recent falling episode.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Medication for Parkinson, dementia and blood pressure Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Weight up to 172, previously 169 and blood pressure by nurse 153/78.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Has a loud aortic systolic murmur.  No pericardial, ascites or edema.  Some tremor at rest.
Labs:  Chemistries from May, creatinine 2.3 stable and GFR 27 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV for the most part is stable.  No symptoms.  No progression.  No dialysis.  Bilateral small kidneys without obstruction.  No reported urinary retention.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  PTH, presently no vitamin D125.  No phosphorus binders.  Stable potassium, acid base, nutrition and calcium.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Aortic systolic murmur, but presently not symptomatic probably because not very physically active.  Management of dementia and Parkinson.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
