Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:
This is a followup Mr. Presley with advanced renal failure, atrophy of the right kidney and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  No hospital visit.  AV fistula open left-sided.  No stealing syndrome.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  No gastro or urinary symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No hemoptysis.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Norvasc, Aldactone, diuretics and beta-blockers.  Started on vitamin D125.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable at 135 and blood pressure low side 108/64.  Lungs are clear distant.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  AV fistula open.  No ascites, edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries show GFR 17 stable overtime.  Normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Elevated PTH 300.  Started vitamin D125.  Anemia 11.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Has already an AV fistula.  Dialysis started based on symptoms and GFR less than 15.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Has secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Just started on vitamin D125.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
