Dear Sirs at PACE:
This is a followup for Mrs. Baxter with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital admission.  Comes with husband.  Weight and appetite stable.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  No increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  Sleeps in a recliner because of back pain this is not new for many years.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Remains on Ozempic.  Losartan, bisoprolol, Lasix, diltiazem, Jardiance, diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stabilizing around 146 previously 200 and blood pressure 119/72.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Stable edema, which is minor.  Rest of physical exam negative.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 1.27 minor change.  Mild anemia.  Chronically low sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base. Normal albumin and calcium.  GFR 40.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Low sodium represents water.  Present potassium and acid base stable.  No need for EPO treatment.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection in the urine.  Tolerating ARB diuretics among others.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
