SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka is a 76-year-old married Caucasian female living with her husband at 29250 Longview Apartment 9, Warren, Michigan 48093. The patient felt sorry that she missed the appointment; however, her husband told me that she will be available tomorrow and requested to give her a call so that she should not miss her medication. Nevenka was pleased to learn that I called her and discussed about her medication. She described she has been feeling much better. She was worried about her medications and anxiety, but she is now feeling happy. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. The patient indicated that yesterday she went to her son’s home to baby sit her grandson. I appreciate her concern and also care of the family. She was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. She described medication has been working since she is taking medication regularly she never got any panic attacks and feeling less depressed and taking care of daily activity without any discomfort.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder recurrent chronic with panic attack, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: I will send the prescription of Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime. The patient has been using half a quarter tablet twice a day as needed, also on duloxetine 20 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects are explained.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
