CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of blood in the urine, burning urination, right leg redness, and followup after abnormal liver function test.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his mother stating that he has redness of the right leg and he has been feeling better since he is taking antibiotics.
The patient has laboratory test done and it showed few red blood cells in the urine and the patient stated that he sometimes had burning urination; otherwise unremarkable and he has not seen any clot in the urine.

The patient also had liver function test and test was abnormal and the patient stated that he had party and was drinking beer; otherwise his alcohol use is occasional.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, bleeding disorder, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient finished the high school and he is working now. He is not exposed to any chemicals. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes; otherwise, he is very active.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

SKIN: Examination of the right leg reveals less cellulitis and redness. There is no discharge any more. Skin is intact.
