HPI: A 91-year-old female who had talked me last week about medications that she was receiving that she disagreed with and I told her that they were actually medications that she had been admitted on that included hydroxyzine 25 mg one tablet b.i.d. p.r.n. and then patient states she found out she was taking Senna after asking what that little pill was that she took every morning and request that it be discontinued. She first asked me what it was and I explained to her that it was a plant-based stool softener she said she did not need that as she already took other things and has a history of irritable bowel syndrome. So the Senna Plus which was one tablet b.i.d. and she has actually been taking it since 06/20/2023 not complained of anything up to this point.
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
