HISTORY: This is a 35-year-old female here with vaginal discharge.
The patient indicated that she think she has a STD. She states she thinks boyfriend cheated on her and after the last sexual encounter approximated three or four days later she start having discharge and itching. She states that she came in because she is now having pain with urination.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports dark urine. She states urine smells.
The patient said discharge from her vagina is cheese like and she has some burning discomfort in the vaginal area.
The patient reports pain in her lumbar area.
She denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

She denies use of IUDs or birth control. Denies any surgical procedure in her pelvic regions.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no significant discomfort.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 115/78.
Pulse 90.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.2.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Tenderness in the suprapubic region. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds. No peritoneal signs.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:

1. Vaginitis.
2. Vaginal discharge.
3. Urinary tract infection.
4. Vaginal itching.
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PLAN: Urine test was done in the clinic today. Urine is positive for leukocytes. Glucose negative. Blood negative. Protein small. HCG negative.
In the clinic today, the patient received the following medications: Rocephin 1 g IM. She was observe in clinic for approximately 20 minutes then reevaluated she reports some improvements after the injections and is comfortable being discharge.

She was sent home with the following medications:

Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

Her urine was sent for culture.

Chlamydia and gonorrhea by urine was also ordered.

The patient was given Diflucan 150 mg one p.o. daily #1.

She was given the opportunities to ask questions she states she has none. The patient was educated on protective ciotus. Come back to the clinic if worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
