Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, records reviewed, consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability, history of left hemiplegia, history of seizure disorder in the past, and history of Pica behavior.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair. His upper extremities are flexed like fetal posture.

Eyes/ENT: He keeps his eyes closed.
Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Edema and it is covered with some kind of dressing.

LABS: His CBC, WBC 4.5, hemoglobin 15.5, hematocrit is 44.0, platelet 121, MCV was 91.1, and RDW was 13.6. His peripheral smear did show 0.7% and nucleated red blood cells and monocytes were also high at 12.3.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild thrombocytopenia cause unclear.

2. Nucleated RBC in the peripheral smear.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, no further workup or treatment is required since his platelet count is still in respectable range so it is safe to watch if it drops we will give a trial of oral steroids to see if it is immune mediated. I request followup in one month with CBC.
