CC: ER readmit note.
HPI: A 74-year-old female who had a fall in her room on 08/04/2025. The patient denied any ongoing injury, but it was noted that diagnostic testing showed incidental findings of hiatal hernia, cholelithiasis and atelectasis with recommended followup per primary care. The patient also had imaging of her C-spine, her pelvis, right shoulder and left humerus; results were not made available. Today, the patient is seen in her room, it is middle of the afternoon and she was sound asleep. I asked how she was doing and she stated she hurt and when I asked why she thought so, she stated it was something about the bike, so I figured that she was tired and just needed some more recovery time and she was left alone.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
RESPIRATORY: I did listen to her breath sounds. She had a fair effort. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. No wheezing, rales or rhonchi.

CARDIAC: She had regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant. Nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No specific pain noted, but did not observe her sitting up or gait.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. ER followup. The patient returned with no significant injuries, but there were incidental findings on her x-rays and so we will monitor for cholelithiasis and hiatal hernia, symptoms related to both.
2. Pain management. Icy Hot topical was written for the patient and that she can have it used b.i.d. p.r.n.
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
