She is confused most of the time. She is fatigued, short of breath, and weak. The patient has decreased weight. PPS has now dropped to 30%. She requires help with all ADL, bowel and bladder incontinent, bedbound, eats very little. The patient’s family is quite concerned because of her continual weight loss, which is unavoidable. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, of course, because Ms. Wong is totally bedbound. FAST is of 6D. The patient has been in a semi-responsive state for some time, but that is changing and she is now becoming less and less responsive, staying in bed at all times, sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day.
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
