HISTORY: This is a 58-year-old gentleman here for DOT physical.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and decreased hearing.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.

MEDICATIONS: Hydralazine and doxazosin.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports alcohol use. Denies drug or tobacco use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 94% at room air.

Blood pressure is 140/85.

Pulse is 107.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity. No visible peristalsis. Normal bowel sounds. No rebound. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. Strength 5/5 in lower and upper extremities. No discomfort with range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT: DOT physical.

PLAN: The patient has high blood pressure and he wears a hearing aid. His DOT physical is approved for one year only; it will expire on 08/20/2026. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
