CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of right-sided rib pain and followup for cerebral aneurysm and smoking.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed pain in the right side of the rib especially upon coughing on and off without any sputum production. No history of falling down.

The patient is a smoker and she is trying to reduce and quit smoking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on lisinopril 2.5 mg tablet once a day.
Past medical history is significant for cerebral aneurysm without any dysuria or weakness.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. She smokes one pack of cigarettes per day. The patient is trying to quit. The patient otherwise is very active. No history of alcohol use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal cerumen in right ear without any bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any raised JVP or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding smoking cessation and she is going to be referred to smoking cessation program.
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
