Dear Brianne:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Schutt with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Her last visit was August 19, 2024.  Since that time she did develop a lot of pain in her right leg and she had testing and they found two blood clots in that left leg so now she is on Eliquis 5 mg twice a day.  It seems to be working well with no recurrence of the blood clots and less pain in that leg.  She complains of extreme fatigue all the time and when she sits in a chair she will fall asleep.  She may need a sleep study if that has not already been done or referral to the sleep clinic.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No hemoptysis.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and minimal edema of the lower extremities.
Medications:  In addition to Eliquis, she is on Wellbutrin, Remeron, ReQuip, Synthroid, Tylenol Arthritis also for pain and melatonin for sleep.
Physical Examination:  Weight 169 pounds and this is stable, pulse 60 and regular, oxygen saturation is 98% on room air and blood pressure right arm sitting large adult cuff 130/70.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes or effusions.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is obese and nontender.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done August 20, 2025.  Creatinine is 0.98, estimated GFR 57, albumin 4.0 and calcium 9.4.  Electrolytes are normal.  Phosphorus 3.4 and hemoglobin 12.5 with normal white count and normal platelets.
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Assessment and Plan:

1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  She will continue to have labs checked every six months.
2. Hypertension, currently at goal.

3. The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
