Dear Angela:

This is a followup for Mrs. Nichols with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Some nocturia and incontinence.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system being negative.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Does not check blood pressure at home, in the office apparently okay.  She is under stress.  Son with medical issues.
Medications:  I reviewed medications, notice the vitamin D125, lisinopril, atenolol, on diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 127/70.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from August, creatinine 1.24 for the most part stable and GFR 47 stage III.  No anemia although minor low platelets.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III for the most part stable, underlying diabetes and hypertension.  No symptoms of uremia.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Poor nutrition and calcium.  No need to change diet for potassium or add bicarbonate.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Continue management secondary hyperparathyroidism and vitamin D125.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
