Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mary with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Blood pressure at home 120s/60s.  Minor edema and esophageal reflux.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight Ozempic, Farxiga, Norvasc, metoprolol, Lasix, on insulin and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 140/58 right-sided large cuff.  Weight is stable.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  No tenderness.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries July; creatinine 1.5, which is baseline or improved representing GFR 35 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Mild anemia 12.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, combination of diabetic nephropathy and hypertension stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  Has not required EPO treatment.  Tolerating Farxiga without infection.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  Continue Ozempic although not much of weight loss.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Normal nutrition.  No bicarbonate replacement.  Chemistries in regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
