Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mr. Seeley with renal transplant cadaveric type in 2015, prior dialysis, underlying diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Comes with wife.  Right-sided foot ulcer, oral antibiotics.  Chronic problem four to five months, question slowly improving.  He is not interested in any invasive procedures.  He has severe Parkinson’s disease.  Uses a cane.  Hard of hearing.  Kidney transplant no infection, cloudiness or blood.  No vomiting or GI losses.  Denies chest pain or palpitation.  No oxygen.  No CPAP machine.  Has number of the skin lesions that needs to see dermatology suspicious for skin cancer.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the tacro, CellCept, bicarbonate, Sensipar, losartan, Norvasc, Lasix and insulin short and long-acting.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 224 and blood pressure at home apparently 140s, in the office was running high.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  There is obesity.  Severer Parkinson’s.  Decreased hearing.  Tremors at rest and rigidity.  Uses a cane.  At least three lesions two in the right-sided of the face and one on the top of the skull.
Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine is stable 1.09.  Electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and hemoglobin normal.  Tacro level therapeutic 4 to 8, he is 6.5.  Chronically low platelets, which is mild.
Assessment and Plan:  Cadaveric renal transplant in 2015 that is already 10 years anniversary.  Stable kidney function.  High risk medication immunosuppressants and therapeutic tacro.  Skin cancer as indicated above.  Continue present transplant medications.  Continue present losartan among other blood pressure medicines and bicarbonate replacement treatment secondary hyperparathyroidism, diabetes and cholesterol management.  Tolerating Ozempic.  Stable chronic edema.  Stable advanced Parkinson.  Come back on the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
