Dear Sirs at PRISM:

This is a followup for Mr. Bast with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Chronic nocturia, claudication symptoms and discolor of the feet but no severe pain.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system done being negative.  No hospital visit.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice beta-blocker, diuretics, bicarbonate replacement, diabetes and cholesterol management.  Takes medication for high potassium.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 126 stable and blood pressure by nurse 142/88.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine 2.38 stable overtime representing GFR 28 stage IV.  Upper potassium.  Normal sodium, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia with macrocytosis.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Continue bicarbonate replacement.  Continue present blood pressure medicine, diabetes and cholesterol management.  Continue management of high potassium.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Labs in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
