Dear Dr. Ernest:
This is a followup for Gary advanced renal failure biopsy proven and hypertension with background of diabetes.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Stable dyspnea.  Oxygen 1 liter at home when he goes out 4 liters.  Recent fracture after a fall left upper extremity healing.  He is not wearing the sling anymore.  Lidocaine patches and Tylenol, also arthritis other joints.  Denies vomiting, diarrhea or urinary changes.  Stable edema.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Lower dose of Neurontin two times a week and medication for high potassium.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Takes diuretics in a daily basis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 142 few pounds down and blood pressure 132/70 on the left-sided.  COPD abnormalities, but no rales or pleural effusion.  No gross arrhythmia.  No ascites tenderness.  2+ edema bilateral.  Chronically ill and frail.  Nonfocal.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries August, anemia 9.7.  Large MCV 102.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  Creatinine 2.7, which is baseline representing a GFR 23 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Low albumin.  Corrected calcium upper normal.  Normal phosphorus.  Normal B12 and folic acid.  No evidence for monoclonal protein.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV biopsy proven, hypertensive and diabetic abnormalities.  No indication for dialysis.  Anemia and EPO for hematocrit less than 30.  Continue present diuretic and medication for high potassium by mouth.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis and no indication for dialysis.  Other chemistries are stable.  Mental status and hallucinations improved on a lower dose of Neurontin among others.  Minimizing narcotics.  To have an evaluation for an AV fistula in September.  We have discussed about peritoneal dialysis but not interested.  All chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back on the next four months or early.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
