HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old gentleman here for followup.

Mr. Edwards was recently seen here on 08/26/2025 had some labs drawn, he is here to follow up on the labs. He stated since he was last here, he had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical, or emergency care and today, he states he has no complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Normal.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT: Elevated cholesterol.

PLAN: The patient’s labs were reviewed. Labs revealed total cholesterol of 288 versus 100, triglyceride is 232 versus 150, and his HDL is 53.

All other variables on his labs were normal or if abnormal, are not significant for intervention.

The patient will be started on simvastatin 20 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days, #90. He was advised to come back to the clinic in 90 days to have his labs repeated to see if the medication is effective, he states he understands and will comply.
