ALLERGIES: None. 
MEDICATIONS: Vitamin D, aspirin, and hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient does not smoke, does not drink. She quit doing all that “nonsense” when she was in her 30s.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of old age. Mother died of MVA.

VACCINATIONS: Had Covax vaccination “back in the day.”  No recent vaccination.

She is looking for a physician to come to the house and see her or a nurse practitioner or provider come to the house and see her because she just moved to the new apartment and has not found a doctor close by.
